Revolution and Enlightenment
Quadrant Poster (L1)
Background:  With the discovery of natural laws the Scientific Revolution introduced Europeans to a new way of viewing humankind’s place in the universe. This “revolution” led enlightenment thinkers, or “philosophes”, to contend that all institutions should follow natural laws in order to produce an ideal society.  Enlightenment ideas had a great impact on modern politics and cultures as many began to question the legitimacy of “absolutism.”
Task:  Create a quadrant poster that illustrates the impact the Scientific Revolution and the Enlightenment had on modern politics and culture.  The poster will display the cause and effect relationship between enlightenment and revolution.  It will also include a written explanation of each quadrant.  You are required to use your text book as a source as well as a minimum of four additional outside sources.  You will turn in a works cited with the final project. 
Directions:  After completing homework on each section of Chapter 10, Revolution and Enlightenment, answer the corresponding essential question (see below) and visually depict your answer on the poster board or in Google Slides. 


*The responses to the following quadrant essential questions must be typed regardless if you create a poster or presentation.
Quadrant #1:  Scientific Revolution – Which of the scientific discoveries/inventions do you think was the most radical? Why?  What was the impact on society?

Quadrant #2:  Enlightenment – Which Enlightenment thinker had the best proposal for creating a “better, more perfect” society?  What did they propose?  Do we see any of their ideas in today’s society? Where would you place them on the political spectrum?  Why?

Quadrant #3:  Impact of Enlightenment – Which “enlightened absolutist” do you think best upheld the ideas of the enlightenment thinkers?  How so?  Where do they fall on the political spectrum?

Quadrant #4:  The American Revolution – Which enlightenment idea had the greatest impact on the formation of the United States’ government?  In what ways do we see those ideas reflected today?

Interactive Component:  After completing your poster and answering the essential questions, you and your partner will research a revolution that has taken place in the 21st century and connect it to an Enlightenment thinker or idea, using technology to present your findings in an interactive presentation.  The interactive piece could be a recorded song, a video, a music video, etc.  Be creative!
Scoring Rubric
45-50 points:

· Poster is organized, focused and polished. 

· All visuals chosen for each section clearly illustrate an understanding of both the section content and the impact it had on society. 
· Answers to essential questions show a clear and insightful understanding of the subject/concept (based on DBQ rubric) 
· There is use of more than four additional sources, and sources are accurately cited.

· Interactive component is insightful, creative, and makes clear connections between two or more of the quadrants. 
37-44points: 

· Poster is adequately organized, focused and polished. 

· Most of the visuals chosen for each quadrant adequately illustrate an understanding of both the section content and the impact it had on society. 

· Answers to essential questions show an adequate understanding of the subject/concept. (based on DBQ rubric)
· There is use of at least four additional outside sources and sources are mostly accurately cited.

· Interactive component is creative and makes clear connections between two or more of the quadrants

30-36 points: 

· Poster is lacking organization, focus and clarity.

· The visuals chosen for each quadrant may lack relevancy and show little understanding of the section and its impact on society. 

· Answers to essential questions may show minimal understanding of the subject/concept. (based on DBQ rubric)
· There is use of less than four outside sources and/or sources are not accurately cited.

· Interactive component may lack clear connections between two or more of the quadrants

0-29 points: 

· Poster lacks any form of focus, organization and clarity. 

· Visuals chosen prove to be inaccurate or irrelevant and show little to no understanding of the section content and its impact on society. 

· Answers to essential questions are irrelevant and demonstrate no understanding of the subject/concept. (based on DBQ rubric)
· There is no use of outside sources, sources are not accurately cited and/or no works cited is included (zero points).

· Interactive component is irrelevant and/or non-existent.
