Course Objective:  This course is a comprehensive analysis of the history of the modern world.  We will begin with the age of science and enlightenment and incorporate present day changing global patterns throughout our themes of study.  There will be a continued emphasis on providing essential Social Studies skills, including the study of primary source documents, maps, and media analysis.  This course is aligned with the Reading and Writing literacy standards from the Common Core State Standards.

Materials:  It is required and expected that you come to class prepared every day.  This includes pens/pencils, notebook, covered book, homework as assigned, and any other required materials.

Absences and Late Work:

Grading:  
· Grading will be on a total points system.  Each assignment and assessment will be weighted appropriately.  For example a test will be worth 100 - 200 points and a homework assignment will be worth 5-10+  points, and so on.  To figure out your final grade, divide total points earned by total possible points.
